The Power Distribution Utilities are perennially
in a very poor shape financially and it is imperative
that required investments are made for improvement
in the areas of T&D losses, electronic metering,
customer care initiatives, distribution efficiency
improvement and expansion of distribution net-work.

Inthe recent past, the Government has announced
several initiatives like Electricity-Act 2003, national
tariff policy, Multi-year tariff, competitive bidding
guide-lines, open access, distribution franchising,
gradual reduction of cross subsidies, APDRRRGGVY
etc.

These measures are aimed at achieving technically

efficient & financially viable distribution system in
the country.

Introduction of new technology and IT enabled
distribution systems offer possibilities to achieve
excellent results within a short span of time. It's
considered to be the right time to look-into the new
technologies available and to address various
problems being faced by the distribution utilities to
harness maximum results out of the investments
planned for XlIth plan.

In view of above, REC and IEEMA have joined hands to
organize this two(2) day Conference to discuss the
new innovative technologies during ELECRAMA
2008, at Mumbai on 21st and 22nd Jan. 2008. This
Conference would be an excellent opportunity for
Utilities as well as the Industry to share their views
and experiences, which would provide a platform to
decide together, the way ahead in power
distribution.
